• Prices are inclusive of sales tax and facility 
fees.

• All seating in each price level is subject to 
availability. Please let us know if you have 
any seating requests or need special 
accommodation!

RESERVING GROUP TICKETS
To reserve your group seats, you may either…
• Pay tickets in full (required for group orders less 

than 40).
OR
• Hold a block of seats by placing a 25% deposit 

within 30 days of booking. Deposits will count 
towards the overall balance. 

Final payment is due 30 days prior to your selected 
performance. Upon making your final payment, you 
may adjust your group headcount by releasing or 
adding seats (subject to availability).

• Only a single authorized Group Leader may make 
adjustments to a group order.

• We cannot accept multiple individual payments on 
group orders. 

• Group minimum is 10 guests.

Please note that any held, unpaid seats will be 
released if you order is not paid in full on the due date.



PLACING YOUR GROUP ORDER

• All group orders must be placed through 
Orlando Ballet Group Sales before arriving at 
the theatre.

Group tickets cannot be purchased at the 
Dr. Phillips Performing Arts Center box 
office.

• All sales final: no refunds or exchanges will 
be offered unless a performance is cancelled 
or rescheduled.

Payment Methods: Credit/debit card information can be 
taken by phone, or you may mail a check. Cash payments 
are also accepted at Harriett’s Orlando Ballet Centre 
(requires exact change). For electronic fund transfers (EFT), 
please contact Group Sales Coordinator, Patrick Ingram.

Ticket Delivery: Once your group order is paid in full, tickets 
will be emailed as a PDF document as print-at-home tickets. 
Tickets may also be picked up from Harriett’s Orlando Ballet 
Centre or mailed with a $20.00 mailing fee.
